e High risk of MDRO acquisition: Patients and residents with wounds or indwelling medical devices
e High-contact resident care activities:

e Device care or use e Wound care
o Central line, urinary catheter, ventilator o Any skin opening requiring a dressing
e Dressing e Bathing/showering
e Transferring e Changing linens
e Providing hygiene e Changing briefs or toileting assist
e Ventilator e Feeding tube

e Residents with a MDRO should remain on EBP throughout their stay, regardless of subsequent culture results.
